We all expected fight for this first race with more than 40 cars on the grid. Anthony Garbarino reached 
the WTR’s pole position and succeeded in keeping it ahead of Romain Thievin before a safety car. After 
the restart he keeps his position and wins the WTR category. Romain Thievin and Jerome Galpin are 
with him on the podium. Among cars as Corvette GTs, Trans-Ams and numerous Porsche 997, GT3 and 
Caymans, WTR realize an amazing performance finishing 7th, 8th and 11th in the general classification.

Saturday: Sprint 1 Historic Stock Car – 30’ 
For this race, WTRs run with historic NASCAR from the 2000s’. Stephane Enout, Auto Hebdo’s 
journalist, who has the pole position and finally wins ahead of Michel Grenier and Regis Gourdon.

Saturday: Endurance Louis Chevrolet – 60’ 
For this endurance race, we can find on the grid 35 cars including 3 Audi R8 Prototypes having won the 
24 hours of Le Mans, Daytona Prototypes, GTs and… WTRs. After 1 hour, Sylvain Noël/Régis Gourdon 
wins ahead of the Grenier family. Romain Thievin/Gerard Tremblay finish 3rd. Once again, WTRs sign 
an unexpected performance by finishing 10th, 11th and 12th in the general classification.
